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Across the Southern countries people with disabilit ies are usually amongst
the poorest of the poor. Research exploring the edu  cational outcomes for
people living in poverty thus cannot overlook the d isabled, as they are
significantly over-represented in deprived communit ies. This presentation

will focus on the research process and emerging fin dings from the
Disability, Education and Poverty Project (DEPP) ba sed in four countries,

namely, Ghana, India, Kenya, and Pakistan. It will discuss various
conceptual and methodological challenges faced in a ddressing cross-
cultural understandings of ‘disability’ and the dil emmas in exploring

educational outcomes for those who have been system atically marginalised
from mainstream education systems. Based on in-de pth data collected at

the community level in India, initial analysis has begun to challenge
established orthodoxies, especially highlighting th e changing perceptions
towards disability in an emerging surveillance soci ety.
